Please make the page settings of your word processor to A4 format (21 x 29,7 cm or 8 x 11 inches); with the margins: bottom 1.5 cm (0.59 in) and top 2.5 cm (0.98 in), right/left margins must be 2 cm (0.78 in). Do not cite references in the abstract. Do not delete the blank line immediately above the abstract; it sets the footnote at the bottom of this column. We shall be able to publish your paper in electronic form in one the journals of ISMSD2019, if the paper format and the margins are correct.
Keywords— Give five (5) words maximum separated by commas.
1. Introduction
The Paper should be written in A4 format (21 x 29,7 cm or 8 x 11 inches); with the margins: bottom 1.5 cm (0.59 in) and top 2.5 cm (0.98 in), right/left margins must be 2 cm (0.78 in). All fonts are Times New Roman.
2. Procedure for Paper Submission

2. Review and final Stage

Submit your manuscript electronically for review.  When you submit your final version, after your paper has been accepted, prepare it in two-column format, including figures and tables.
2. Figures and Tables

Because the final formatting of your paper is limited in scale, you need to position figures and tables at the top and bottom of each column. Large figures and tables may span both columns. Place figure captions below the figures; place table titles above the tables. If your figure has two parts, include the labels “(a)” and “(b)” as part of the artwork. Please verify that the figures and tables you mention in the text actually exist. Do not put borders around the outside of your figures. Use the abbreviation “Fig.” even at the beginning of a sentence. Do not abbreviate “Table.” Tables are numbered with Roman numerals. 

Include a note with your final paper indicating that you request color printing. Does not use color unless it is necessary for the proper interpretation of your figures. 

Figure axis labels are often a source of confusion. Use words rather than symbols.
Figure labels should be legible, approximately 8 to 12 point type.

3. Math and Units
If you are using Word, use either the Microsoft Equation Editor or the MathType add-on for equations in your paper. 
Equations should be placed at the center of the line and provided consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flushed to the right margin, as in (1). You must use Microsoft Equation Editor or Mathtype.
Be sure that the symbols used in your equation have been defined before the equation appears or immediately following:

It is strongly encouraged that the authors may use SI (International System of Units) units only. If the symbol used is not available in these tables, then define it in the text.
4. Conclusions

The last paragraph of your abstract should contain conclusions. This section has no subtitle. 

Even though a conclusion may review the main results or contributions of your work, do not duplicate the introduction of the abstract for a conclusion, you might elaborate on the importance of the work or suggest the potential applications and extensions.

5. References

References should be presented in the text by means of an author‘s name followed by the date in parentheses. When there are more than two authors, only the first author‘s name should be cited, followed by 'et al'. In the event that an author cited has had two or more works published during the same year, the reference, both in the text and in the reference list, should be identified by a lower case letter like ’a‘ and ’b‘ after the date to distinguish the works.
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
